ii. Carry out regular visits to project roads (at least once in a month) and review the status of environment safeguard implementation (including EMPs) in each projects and provide onsite guidance to contractors / consultants in managing environmental issues.
iii. Participate in the progress review meetings of the project(s) and report on environmental safeguard management of the respective projects.

iv. Maintain a data base in a standard format, on the status of various environmental activities in various corridors of APRSP (clearances, compliances, EA reports, progress reports, etc.) and update the same on regular basis.

v. Prepare and submit monthly progress reports to APRDC and the quarterly progress reports the World Bank, on all the aspects related to environmental management in APRSP.
vi. Function as a single-point contact at APRDC and for other external agencies, including The World Bank, and provide all support on environmental matters of the project.

vii. Follow up with the contractors / consultants and other agencies in addressing various environmental safeguard actions agreed during The World Bank Missions from time to time, and provide timely update to APRDC and the Bank
