Chapter I

INTRODUCTION

The Right to information Act 2005 is an Act to provide for setting out the practical regime of Right to information for Citizens to secure access to information under the control of Public Authorities in order to promote transparency and accountability in the working of every Public Authority.
Subject to the provisions of the Act, all Citizens shall have the Right to information and section 4 (1) (b) of the Act casts an obligation on each Public Authority to publish a manual on the functioning of the concerned Department.

This manual gives a comprehensive idea about the particulars, functions of the APRDC and also the powers and duties of the Employees including the channels of supervision and accountability.
The manual contains 18 chapters in all which gives information about the functioning of this APRDC.

Back ground:


The AP Road Development Corporation was established in the year 1998 through the Act, No.1 dated 2nd January 1998 with broad motive of “Development and Maintenance of Roads in the State of Andhra Pradesh and other allied and incidental activities there to” under the above designated Road Development Corporation.

· Corporation Governing Body shall consist of the following members, namely:-

1. The Hon’ble Minister for Roads & Buildings – Ex-Officio Chairman, APRDC    

2. The Chief Secretary to Government of A. P. – Ex-Officio Vice Chairman, APRDC.

3. The Principal Secretary to Govt., T, R &B Department – Ex-Officio Member, APRDC

4. The Principal Secretary to Govt. Finance & Plg. (Works &Projects) Dept. – Ex-Officio Member, APRDC

5. Engineer - in - Chief (R&B) Roads/Chief Engineer (R&B) – Ex-Officio Member, APRDC

6. Chief Engineer (R&B) CRN & Managing Director, APRDC – Member Secretary, APRDC 

7. The Vice Chairman & Managing Director, AP State Road Transport Corporation – Ex-Officio Member, APRDC

8. The Managing Director, State Bank of Hyderabad – Ex-Officio Non-official Member.

The Governing Body will decide policy matters authorizing Chief Engineer (R&B) CRN & Managing Director, APRDC to implement the schemes, policies & review decisions taken from time to time.

History: The First Prestigious Project called A. P State Highways Project is formed and funded by World Bank:
A. P State Highways Project: The main objective set in the APSHP is to reduce the transport cost and constraints. This Project was completed by 30-06-2004. The accounts were finalised by 31-10-2004 for the purpose of reimbursement. However, the scheme will be closed only after the final bills are paid, after settlement of the claims/disputes.  The State Highways, which are arteries in the State, have been given high priority by the Government. Government have taken up with Loan Assistance from World Bank improvement of such high priority roads of the State and completed successfully. The project cost is Rs. 1996 Crores. 11 packages on International and 2 packages on National Bidding comprising 1400 Kms of High-Density corridors and construction of bridge across River Krishna on downstream of Nagarjuna Sagar Dam were completed under this project. Apart from the Widening and Strengthening 1734 Kms of roads were taken up under Heavy Periodic Maintenance and completed. By completing these works, the backlog maintenance is reduced from 70% to 30%. The Pilot performance based maintenance contracts were successfully implemented by RBD for 1162 Kms of roads in 4 districts of Kurnool, Nalgonda, Chittoor and Guntur. 14Nos. of ROBs were constructed for reducing the travel time and removing the congestion on these roads.
Andhra Pradesh Economic Restructuring Project:


APERP Scheme is multi disciplinary and covers many departments. The objectives set in the Scheme are combinedly for PRED and R&B department. The objective is to strengthening of roads network by bringing more roads from poor to good condition.   Under APERP 1818 Km of badly damaged Roads of core network are taken up and completed. Total cost of the project is for Rs. 498.50 Crores and incurred an amount of   Rs. 496.91 Crores.

The Project is closed by 31-03-2006. The traffic also increased on the Project Roads, in view of improvements taken up.

On receipt of the same the tappal clerk gives Tappal Number and keep all Tappal papers in a separate Tappal Book and send them to the officer concerned.  The concerned officer put up the same in the shape of a file with relevant particulars and submit the file to the concerned immediate Officer.  The officer scrutinizes the file and writes his remarks and passes on the file to the above Officer.  The HOD will give the decision and send back through proper channel to the initial officer and he will in turn process the current.
