This request for Expressions of interest follows the General Procurement Notice for this project that appeared in United Nations Development Business  published on     December 20, 2005 and updated on June 18, 2010.
The Roads & Building Department/A.P. Road Development Corporation of Andhra Pradesh Government (RDC) through Government of India has received loan to an extent of US$ 320 million from the World Bank towards the cost of Andhra Pradesh Road Sector Project, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds  to undertake Consultancy services for performance and quality monitoring unit for Output & Performance Based  Road Contracts/ Long Term Performance Based Maintenance Contracts (37 Packages). The Roads and Buildings Department have initiated the innovative methods of asset management by taking up the Performance Based Maintenance Contract (PBMC) on its Core Road Network (CRN). The primary objective for adopting this contracting modality is (i) to maintain the already developed roads of core network under various projects for a minimum period of 5 years for better management & maintenance of roads, (ii) introduction of new cost effective methodologies in maintaining the assets to certain performance standards, and (iii) introduction of fiduciary efficiencies in terms of procurement & financial management through effective management of roads over a longer time frame and better risk allocations between contractor and employer.
The consultancy services include expert advice and assistance to RDC through highly qualified technical resources in the following areas: 
i. Clear identification of performance and quality criteria required under Maintenance Contracts.  

ii. Development of audit procedures to address the audit for all the identified performance and quality criteria. These audit procedures shall include detailed methodology, information/requirements for involvement of the Contractor and RDC, all audit forms and reporting procedures, and a procedure to identify and rectify non-conformances identified in the Contractor’s or RDC’s approach to performance and quality criteria under the Contract. 

iii. It is anticipated that the performance and quality requirements will be identical for all 37 maintenance contract packages under Phase 1,2&3. The Consultant will need to be fully conversant with the requirements of each package and identify in their audit procedures if there are any different requirements needed for a particular package.

iv. Development of an audit program to undertake the audit of the 37 maintenance contract packages under Phase 1,2,3 in the most time efficient and effective manner.  

v. To undertake the audits in accordance with the audit procedures and program, and follow up with appropriate reporting. 

The Roads & Building Department/A.P. Road Development Corporation of Andhra Pradesh now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications. The “Association” may take the form of a joint venture (with joint and several liability) or of a sub-consultancy. The form of “Association” must clearly be mentioned by the firms while expressing interest.
A consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (May 2004-Revised October 2006).
